The quartet achieved incredible success 
in their formative years, with an unbroken 
streak of top prizes at major competitions. 
Since winning first prize at the 2019 Banff 
International String Quartet Competition, 
the group is currently in-residence at the 
Chamber Music Society of Lincoln Center 
in New York City through 2027. The quartet has also held residencies at The Curtis Institute of Music, 
The Colburn Conservatory of Music, Northern Michigan University, and Meadows School of the Arts at 
Southern Methodist University.

Since forming in 2015, Viano Quartet has performed at international venues Wigmore Hall (U.K), 
Konzerthaus Berlin (Germany), and Segerstrom Center for the Arts (U.S.A), as well as captivating 
audiences around New York, Vancouver, Paris, Beijing, Toronto, Lucerne, Los Angeles, and many other 
cities. They have collaborated with artists such as GRAMMY-Award winning pianist Emanuel Ax, concert 
violinist Noah Bendix-Balgley, and 11-time GRAMMY-Award nominated pianist and composer Marc-André 
Hamelin. Club Theatre productions, television, and JUNO-award performances.
